A.(11:1-10)  Israel’s Rejection Is Only PARTIAL! 

B. (11:.11-24)  Israel’s Rejection Has A PURPOSE! 

1.  (v.11)  Paul states the PURPOSE of Israel’s rejection.

2.  (vs.12-15)  Paul PONDERS the possibility of the Church falling into the same trap that 
snared Israel.  (the pride and arrogance that allows us to look down on others)

3.  (vs.16-24)  Paul’s PREMONITION (warning) concerning the Church’s desire to return 
the favor. (looking down on Israel for looking down on the Gentiles) 

C. (11:25-32)  Israel’s Rejection Is Not PERMINANT!

D. (11:33-36)  Israel’s Rejection Will Result In PRAISE!
